About Russell Howard:
· Russell began his third and largest world tour Respite with a sold-out and critically-acclaimed UK arena run this Autumn. Russell returns to the UK next year with a nationwide tour extension, including a 5-date run at the Hammersmith Apollo and a 6-date homecoming run at the Bristol Hippodrome. 

· Russell is currently on our screens with the third series of The Russell Howard Hour on Sky One. The show was the most successful new entertainment series to launch on the channel since 2010. The fourth, fourteen-part series (14 x 60’) is already commissioned.

· Russell Howard and his mum Ninette were recently on our screens with the fourth series of Comedy Central’s Russell Howard & Mum: Globetrotters. The first three series reached 4.2M individuals, with the first series being the highest rated new commission on the channel the year it launched. After achieving as much as +241% on the 16-34s slot average and +172% on the adults slot average, series three and four were commissioned with extended episodes.
