It was announced today (Friday 26th April 2019) that Dave Gorman’s critically acclaimed sell out tour, With Great Powerpoint Comes Great Responsibilitypoint has been extended for a third time with 24 new shows added in autumn 2019, including a fourth date at London’s iconic Royal Festival Hall.  Starting in September, this new run sees Dave continue to combine his unique and critically acclaimed style of stand-up and visual story-telling.

As the title suggests, Dave is bringing his laptop and projector screen with him so expect the ‘King of Powerpoint comedy’ (The Guardian) to have more detailed analysis of those parts of life you’ve never stopped to think about before.  Hey, not all heroes wear capes.
