Dangerous Roads (Dave). He is a regular co-host of The Frank Skinner Show on Absolute Radio and is
the co-host of the BudPod podcast with fellow comedian and friend Phil Wang, where they have
reached 4 million downloads to date. His other audio work includes co-hosting BBC Sounds’ Obsessed
With... SAS: Rogue Heroes where he unpacks the BBC drama series with Spencer Matthews, The News
Quiz (BBC Radio 4) and The Now Show (BBC Radio 4).

As well as his upcoming run at Soho Theatre as part of his brand new tour, three time Chortle award
nominee Pierre will also be seen at the Gielgud Theatre, supporting comedy legend Frank Skinner who
is returning to the West End for a 2 week run in February 2024 (Monday 5th — Saturday 17th February).
