including a show at London’s Palladium Theatre on Friday 11th October, before the tour has even begun. 

The mischievous melody makers will bring their brand-new show The Horne Section’s Hit Show across the 

UK from Wednesday 6th March to Thursday 21st November. Tickets are on sale now, with the London

They have featured in Dictionary Corner 

on 8 Out of 10 Cats Does Countdown (Channel 4), The Royal Variety Performance 2018 (ITV), as well as 

the 2 hour special The Horne Section Television Programme on UKTV’s Dave filmed at the London 

Palladium, while the band have hosted three series of Alex Horne Presents The Horne Section on BBC
